Abstract should NOT be more than 250 words with headings such as introduction,
methodology, results, conclusion and keywords (3-5 keywords).

The abstract should contain the title of the paper, name(s) of the author(s),
designation and institutional affiliation of authors, contact details (e-mail ID &
phone number) of the presenting author at the end of the abstract.

Conference Registration is mandatory for all the presenting authors.

Guidelines for Abstracts and Full paper Submission

e Full Paper should NOT be more than 3000 words with headings such as
introduction, methodology, results, discussion and conclusion.

e A maximum of two tables and one figure can be appended separately.

e Referencing style: APA 7th Edition

e Declaration by the author regarding conflict of interest and ethical clearance are
must.

e Abstract and Paper must contain the title of the Paper, name, designation,
institutional affiliation of authors, and contact details (Email ID & contact address)
of the presenting author.

e Abstract and Paper should be in Times New Roman style, with font size 12 and 1.5
spacing in a single file in MS Word format.
